Last imported into the UK (if an ageing memory is
correct) in 1984, this developer from the original
Agfa chemical line-up completes the range. For
obscure internal accounting reasons Agfa UK could
never justify running the extra stock line, so
although it has always been popular throughout
Europe this is the first appearance here after a long
exile, and is a useful addition to the ‘1 shot’ range.
Rodinal Special was designed as a finer grained
alternative to the gritty original Rodinal, and rather
than the p-aminophenol composition of that
developer, instead uses a phenidone-hydroquinone
composition, which many users will prefer when
using fast films. In 125ml bottles at £3.11 inc. VAT.

Chrysotype at Last

A photographic process
using metallic gold in the
final print was outlined early
on in the history of the
medium by Sir John
Herschel, which he dubbed
‘chrysotype’. Before it's
time, the gold salts of
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Herschel's day were too reactive for the sensitiser
and had to be contained in a developer bath; the
rapid contamination of this made the process
uneconomic. Many years of research by Dr Mike
Ware have yielded a chemically-updated, modern &
economic method of chrysotype, offering the image
quality and permanence of platinotype with a
sublime variation in colour through the deposition
of pure nanoparticle gold.

The Chrysotype Manual is the first published
monograph devoted to the role of gold in
photographic imaging., and after a gestation period
of nearly 20 years is finally in print. The Chrysotype
Manual is practical, providing comprehensive, user-
friendly instruction in the hand-crafting of
chrysotype images on fine paper. It also conveys
the scientific background to the photochemistry of
printing in gold and provides a useful technical
